* Attention ALL Real Estate Licensees, Appraisers, Appraisal Management Companies, Instructors, and School Directors *

Effective January 1, 2012, the Georgia “Illegal Immigration Reform and Enforcement Act of 2011” requires all applicants for real estate licensure or appraiser classification, and those applying for renewal of an existing license or classification, Appraisal Management Companies, Instructors, and School Directors to submit to the Georgia Real Estate Commission (GREC):

(1) a “secure and verifiable document” for identification purposes as defined in O.C.G.A. §50-36-2 

and 
(2) a “signed and sworn affidavit verifying the applicant’s lawful presence in the United States” as required in O.C.G.A. §50-36-1.

Before a license or classification can be renewed, this information must be submitted to the GREC either in person, via fax, via e-mail at verify@grec.state.ga.us , via courier, or via U.S. mail. The information must be legible. 

If you typically renew online, please allow five business days from the submission of your information for the GREC to notate your license record so that you will be able to renew online. 

If you renew using a paper renewal application, please attach the information to the application. 

NOTE: If your license or classification is currently eligible for renewal, you may renew it on or before December 31, 2011, without providing this additional information. 
Who needs to meet this requirement?
· All Real Estate Salespersons, Brokers and Community Association Managers (CAMS) 

· All Appraisers 

· All Brokers applying for a new Firm license or applying to become the Qualifying Broker of a Firm 

· All “Controlling Persons” for Appraisal Management Companies 

· All applicants for Appraiser Temporary Practice permits 

· All School Directors and Instructors 

What if the information is not provided? 
· For licensees due to renew, the license will lapse. 

· For new applicants, no license will be issued. 

What if I have already provided the documents? 
· US citizens, legal residents and resident aliens are required to supply the documents with each application for licensure and for each renewal.
